Field Trip Reports…Darrel Samuels

Our first KBAS field trip of the 2007/08 year was a
collaborative one with the Klamath Bird
Observatory and its Education Outreach Director,
Ashley Dayer.  Ashley arranged our visit to KBO’s
Seven Mile Guard Station mist netting/banding and
data gathering operation.  Six of us journeyed to the
station, arriving a little after 9 am.

Just outside Fort Klamath we noticed hundreds of
tree swallows sitting side by side on the overhead
lines, flying away in huge flocks as our cars
approached.  We met Ashley and the four KBO
interns who were doing the mist netting and data
collection.  Interns are usually recent college
graduates who plan a career in wildlife or resource
management.  One was from Jamaica, another from
Colombia and two from the U.S.

Migrant songbirds (Fox Sparrows, Orange-crowned
Warblers, Yellow-rumped Warblers, Dark-eyed
Juncos) were captured, examined, weighed and
banded while we were there.    Birds were collected
every 20-30 minutes from the mist nets and

carefully transported back to the station in small
linen bags for evaluation.  Each bird is fitted with a
uniquely numbered band with a phone number to
call when the bird is either recaptured or otherwise
collected.  KBO’s data is pooled with several other
organizations in western North America to get a
more precise picture of populations of migrant
songbirds.  As published in Audubon several
months ago, the picture is not good for many
songbirds, especially those whose winter habitat is
threatened by development and/or pesticide use.

After our visit at Seven Mile, we headed out with
Ashley to two spots along the Klamath Basin
Birding Trail, Crystal Springs’ campground and
Rocky Point.  Species spotted while birding
included: Red-tailed Hawk, Raven, Stellar’s Jay,
Red-breasted Nuthatch, Pied-billed Grebe,
American White Pelican, Mallard, Tree Swallow,
Robin, Dark-eyed Junco, Yellow-rumped Warbler
and Yellow Warbler.   The weather was cool but
clear, and we all enjoyed a great learning
experience!

A WOPR That’s Hard to Swallow

The biggest news regarding the future of our public lands
in southern Oregon is the WOPR (pronounced
“whopper”):  the Western Oregon Plan Revisions that
cover over 2 million acres of Bureau of Land
Management forests, primarily in Jackson, Josephine,
Coos, Douglas, and Klamath Counties.  In August, BLM
released its Draft Environmental Impact Statement on the
WOPR.  All three “action alternatives” would remove
these BLM lands from the framework of the Northwest
Forest Plan, the ecosystem management plan that was
adopted in 1994 to assure the survival of Northern
Spotted Owls and other old-growth dependent species.
The destruction of wildlife habitat under any of these
WOPR alternatives would be staggering.  The following
overview is based on a detailed analysis prepared by the
Oregon Heritage Forests consortium.

A Little History.  The WOPR process is happening
because of a settlement agreement between the Bush
Administration and the timber industry group American
Forests Resources Council. A lawsuit by the AFRC
alleged that “the [1937] O&C Act had not been
appropriately considered in applying the Northwest
Forest Plan’s management direction” to BLM lands in
Western Oregon. The “O&C lands,” as most RVAS
members know, are the “Oregon and California Railroad
Lands” that comprise the BLM checkerboard in much of
southern Oregon.  The AFRC lawsuit had been dismissed
by a D.C. District Court, but upon appeal, the Bush
Administration capitulated without a whimper.  The
Administration announced a new interpretation of law
that declared timber production the dominant use of
Western Oregon’s BLM forests, and in the settlement
agreement agreed to “consider an alternative that would
not create any reserves on the O&C lands, required to
avoid jeopardy to species listed as threatened or
endangered under the Endangered Species Act.”

The Alternatives.  The WOPR analyzes three new
management alternatives for BLM forests against the
existing management under the Northwest Forest Plan
(the No Action Alternative). Alternatives 1 and 2 create
new land use allocations that would replace the existing
allocations on BLM forests. The new allocations are:
Timber Management Areas (TMAs), Riparian
Management Areas (RMAs) and Late Successional
Management Areas (LSMAs). Alternative 3 would create
a large General Landscape Area.  All three alternatives
would remove BLM from the Northwest Forest Plan’s
Aquatic Conservation Strategy as well as the Survey and
Manage Program.

Alternative 2 (Bush Administration preferred
alternative): Alternative 2, the preferred alternative,
proposes to intensively manage mature and old growth
forests for conversion into tree plantations (p. 572) and
identifies clearcutting without green tree retention as the
preferred logging method (p. 578).

·        TMAs are managed for a “high level of continuous
timber production” and the “rotation age would…be
80-100 years” while there would be “no green tree
retention after regeneration harvesting.”

·        Late Successional Management Areas (LSMAs)
are not protected from salvage logging, which
“would be allowed to recover economic value” after
disturbance such as wildfire.

·        RMAs would divide streams into “intermittent” and
“perennial” streams. Intermittent streams without a
“high risk of debris flow” are logged while leaving a
“25 foot area with noncommercial vegetation on
each side of the stream and 12 conifer trees per acre.

Every ten years, Alternative 2 would clearcut 143,400
acres (140,000 acres of late-successional and old-growth
forest), and thin 43,300 acres (p. 493), while constructing
approximately 1000 miles of new roads (p. 585).   The
No Action Alternative would clearcut 60,500 acres while
thinning 100,000 acres.

Alternative 1:

·      TMAs are managed for a “high level of continuous
timber production” and the “rotation age would…be
80-100 years” while there would be “no green tree
retention after regeneration harvesting.”

·      LSMAs are designated to “provide structurally
complex forests” and there is “no salvaging after
disturbances.”

·      RMAs “provide for the riparian and aquatic
conditions” by promoting structurally complex
forest, but are “half the width of the current riparian
reserves.”

Alternative 1 would clearcut 90,600 acres and thin
113,400 (p. 580).

Alternative 3:

·      The General Landscape Area would “provide
continuous timber production” to “approximate
natural stand-replacing disturbances.” There would
be “6-9 green trees retained” after logging
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depending on the site, and salvage would be allowed. There would be a “deferral of regeneration

harvests until 50% of an assessment area is older
than the threshold stand age of 90 years north of
Grants Pass and 140 years south of Grants Pass.”

·      RMAs would divide streams into “intermittent” and
“perennial” streams. “Intermittent streams would
allow no harvesting within 25 feet of the stream.”

 
Alternative 3 would clearcut 3,900 acres and thin
284,900 (pp. 579-581).

Special Land Designations

Potential Wilderness
In WOPR scoping, the public submitted 146 wilderness
proposals. The BLM determined that 9 areas contained
relevant wilderness characteristics. However,
management to maintain wilderness characteristics
would not apply to portions of these units suitable for
timber production. In other words, those areas would be
logged. The WOPR ignores the largest forested roadless
complex in the planning area, the proposed Wild Rogue
Wilderness .

Areas of Critical Environmental Concern (ACEC)
Under Alternative 2, 93 of the 124 existing and proposed
ACEC sites would be designated, for a total of 72,318
acres (less than 3% of the BLM land base). However, 24
of these ACECs would be designated without the timber
harvest base acres included. In other words, those acres
would be logged. The relevant and important values of
the 31 non-designated ACECs “would eventually be
degraded or lost (p. 808).”

Recreation, Off Road Vehicle Areas
Attention to recreation is heavily weighted to OHV use.
Alternative 2 would designate approximately 100,000
additional acres of “Off Highway Vehicle Emphasis
Areas.” Ten new OHV emphasis areas would be added
to the 3 existing on the Medford District, totaling
105,800 acres, or 12% of the district’s total land base
(pp. 143, 777-78).

Significant Conservation Issues

Northern Spotted Owl
The WOPR, particularly Alternative 2, is predicated on
the recent draft recovery plan for the northern spotted
owl, which has been resoundingly criticized as
inadequate to save the species. Alternatives 1 and 2
allow regeneration logging of known and historic owl
activity centers in the TMAs.

Marbled Murrelet

In the short term (50 years), there would be a 16%
decrease from the current condition in the quantity of
marbled murrelet nesting habitat under Alternative 2. By

the year 2106, Alternative 2 envisions that murrelet
habitat would increase from the current condition of
373,000 acres to 439,000 acres.

Other Wildlife Species
“The habitat needs of aquatic- and riparian-associated
species along intermittent streams…would be met under
the No Action Alternative and Alternative 1, but would
not be met under Alternatives 2 and 3.” The no action
alternative would have four times the acreage in riparian
management areas as Alternative 2.

Rare Plants
Under all action alternatives, populations of special
status species on BLM lands would be lost and the risk
of local extirpation or extinction to bureau sensitive
species and bureau assessment species would increase
compared to the no action alternative (LVI).

Invasive Plants
“Alternative 2 would have the greatest risk [of invasive
plant] introduction based on levels of harvesting and
associated roads” while the “no action alternative would
have the lowest risk of invasive plant introduction.”

Fire and Fuels
Alternative 2 would decrease fire and fuels the least (pp.
769-772).

Climate Change
The elephant in the room falls under “incomplete or
unavailable information.” Therefore, “the analysis
assumes no change in climate conditions, because the
specific nature of regional climate change over the next
decade remains speculative (p. 491).”

In Summary:  The WOPR would be a disaster for
southern Oregon forests.  None of the three “action
alternatives” offer responsible, sustainable management
for healthy forests.  The preferred alternative, Alternative
2, is the worst of all.

To BLM’s credit, they are providing many opportunities
to comment on the plan.  If possible, please attend one of
the WOPR meetings that BLM is sponsoring in southern
Oregon.  The biggest of these events is an open house
and workshop on Sept. 13 at the Medford BLM office (3-
9 PM).  The full local schedule, and an opportunity to
submit comments online, can be found at the BLM’s
WOPR homepage:

The extended period to October 4, 2007 is intended
to give people more time to review all
three proposals as they prepare their comments. The
northern spotted owl and the marbled murrelet, both
protected as threatened species, occupy some of the
same forested areas of the Pacific Northwest.

The three actions the Service is seeking comments
on are:

•     Proposal to revise the critical habitat
designation for the Marbled Murrelet.
•     Proposal to revise the critical habitat
designation for the Northern Spotted Owl.
•     Draft recovery plan for the Northern Spotted
Owl.

North American Migration Count

Karl Bachman, Marilyn Christian, Rick Hardy,
Dave Haupt, Dave Larsen, B J Matzen, Dave
Menke, Joan Spencer, Jean Van Hulzen, Julie Van
Moorhem, and Kevin Spencer were the intrepid
birders who spent Saturday, September 15
identifying species and counting numbers in
Klamath County for the fall North American
Migration Count (NAMC).  And what a day it was!

With 17 of 25 counties reporting as of this writing,
guess what county was Number One in total species
reported?  Yes…Klamath County with 156
species!  For our county, notable were Sabine’s
Gulls and Common Terns spotted actively feeding
just offshore at the south end of Agency Lake, at
Henzel County Park.

For the State as a whole, so far, just under 700,000
birds have been tallied.  This number is high due
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mostly to one report of 550,000 Barn Swallows in
Yamhill County.  At this early date, 267 species

were reported.  Both of these numbers will no doubt
grow as additional counties report.  Probably the
North American Migration Count (Cont.)

rarest bird mentioned so far has been a possible
Blue-headed Vireo in Baker County seen at Stices
Gulch on Dooley Mountain. This is all preliminary
information, of course and a complete write-up can
be expected in an issue of Oregon Birds Magazine
and on the East Cascades Bird Conservancy
Website. Do consider joining us in the spring North
American Migration Count to help in this important
data collection effort.  It will be well worth your
time!  Kevin Spencer coordinates the local teams.
