Blue Jay Springand Klamath
Marsh National Wildlife Refuge,

Many, many people from
different organizations are coming
together, committing themselves
to action and pulling together to
improve birding opportunities by
protecting and improving open
space and walking trails.

As a big "Thank You" to all
involved - as well as urge all of us
to joinin or keep on - here are
some major happy happenings.

City, County, Friends of Moore
Park, landowners and others are
completing plans, writing
agreements, seeking money and
getting more volunteers for a
walking-biking trail from Moore
Park to Running Y. It will run
roughly parallel to Lake Shore
Drive high on the hillside. One
section has been roughed in.

City Parks, U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service and others are working
on grants and final plans for the
Putnam Shoreline Wetlands
project. Plan is to place
breakwaters from Moore Park to
Putnam Point offshore a ways.

KBAS Membership & Support

Why do we all belong to KBAS?
There are many different reasons,
but mostly these reasons relate to
bird watching and increasing our
skills, education, and for
environmental concerns.

The Grebeis published a minimum
of 6 times per year. Its publication
and mailing costs continue to
increase. National Audubon

The resulting calmer water will
increase siltation and vegetation
establishment. A walking-biking
trail will be built on the upland
edge below the present roadway.

Klamath Greenways Foundation
and City Parks, with over a dozen
more supportive groups [including
KBAS] are working to retain the
last section of the Link River
Canyon as open space. By early
September they will complete a
one million dollar grant
application to Oregon Dept. of
Transportation to develop a
Highway 97 vista point on the
defunct development up the hill
from the Fish and Wildlife Service
Office. If received, this grant will
go to buy most of the property to
develop a viewpoint with
information panels or kiosks. We
locals must come up with a 10%
match if ODOT awards the grant.

City Parks continues seeking
grants and making plans for the
Lake Ewuana Trail. This summer
should see construction of 300
feet of trail from Veteran's
Memorial to the shoreline.

returns very little of national dues
to local chapters; in fact, it does
not even come close to covering
the costs of the Grebe. Your
membership in our local chapter
also helps us fund local programs.

Kathy Essex, Membership Chair,
sends notices every 3 months.
Those who do not return their

Wing Watchers, City Parks,
Chamber of Commerce and others
have completed agreements for
development of open space, bird
habitat and a connecting trail west
of Highway 97 from the South
Portal Visitor Center site to the
existing Wing Watchers trail.

KBAS
folks also turned out another day
to formulate next year's budget.

KBAS, Wing Watchers, Oregon
State Extension Service and others
have joined to assist something
fairly unique: the Klamath
Outdoor Science School. Located
in the State Forest south of Crater
Lake National Park, this growing
operation provides school groups
quality, hands-on environmental
education out amongst nature,
including overnight stays.

Note: This accounting does not include separate Winter
Wings Festival operating funds of approximately $6000.

Annual Budget Proposal by Paul Alley, Tseger

This results in a budget with expected income of
approximately $13,000 and expected expenses of
approximately $22,000 for the period July 1, 2010
through June 30, 2011. This excludes the existing
operating funds and expected expenses and income of
the 2011 Winter Wings Festival.

Board Profiles

The annual budget meeting of KBAS reviewed the 2009/
2010 income and expenses and our current financial
reserves.

The Board then concluded that we could fund the Scott
Grant program at the same level as last year ($3,000)
and could fund the new KBAS Grant program at a level
of $10,000. To do so will require the expenditure of
approximately $9,000 of reserve funds out of a total of
approximately $42,000 in uncommitted funds. The
uncommitted funds mostly represent surpluses
accumulated from recent Winter Wings Festivals. The
